Thank you for your letter of Deeember 11~ enclosing copies ofdocuments 
to 

you have submitted the Government of British Columbia, and requesting 

that the Federal Government fulfil its reponsiblitiee and protect the 

absolute title claimed by the Kitwancool to lands within their territorieso 

First of a11~ may I assure you that the Federal GoYernment is anxious 

to fulfil whateYer lawful obligations it may have to the Indians peopleo 

We are willing to negotiate the settlement of claims based on a traditonal 

interest in the lands, whereever such an interes~ can be established0 

I enclose a copy of the statement I made last August about Indian claims, 

in which I offe~ed to negotiate the land claims of the Indians of British 

Columbia0 I said then that we want to negotiate "with authorized reprea.-. 

entatives of these nativepeoples on the basis that where their traditional 

interest in the lands concerned can be establishedi an ~iadform of 

compeDSation or benifit will be provide~to native peoples in return for 

their interes~"o 

I believe that your people1's claim can best be resolved as part of the 

negotiation for Indian land claims in British Columbiao I would not want 
overlooked 

to see the interests of the Kitwancool overllked in any such negotiation.
